Today they
begin to wonder if they really want to even go , what have they gotten them-
selves in for and why did they agree to go? Just because their good friend
who is their sponsor says they will never be the same, is that really a good
enough reason to spend three days with people they don’t know, sleep on the
floor and not take a shower? Our community holds their walks at a church with
no showers for anyone (we call it Emmaus camping).

| can remember thinking those things too. Not realizing the amount of work that goes
into each walk, we casually cancelled on the day of the men’s walk due to my
husband’s work. Honestly | think we were both somewhat relieved.

We did attend the next set of walks, however, and | could write an entire book about the
many wonderful ways we were blessed, healed, loved, and changed. That was in April
2000. Yes, it was a life changing weekend.

But the really great part about Walk to Emmaus is that is doesn’t stop at the weekend.
It is not a one time mountain top experience, but rather an introduction to a new way of
living - Fourth Day Living.

| was blessed to be asked to add to the Upper Room Library Series and wrote a
volume titled Leadership Development. Here is how | express it from that book:

There is no doubt that Walk to Emmaus is a wonderfully unique and powerful
movement. The beauty of Emmaus is that it uses the basic truth of the gospel and
creates an environment to really experience it.

Through out 2009 & 2010 we celebrated more than sixteen clergy certification events within the
US with approximate 200 participants. The feedback received from 99% of the participants was
very positive. They found the content of our three hours training sessions very helpful, and
encouraged us to invite every person who was planning to serve as a Spiritual Director in
Emmaus or Chrysalis. Many of the participants were fully ordained elders who have served
several times on weekends and still claimed they learned a lot about their roles while attending
one of these sessions.
